OBEDIENCE & RALLY EXHIBITORS - - - PLEASE NOTE:   
Bitches in Season:  Females in season are not permitted to compete. If a female is withdrawn from 
competition because it came into season, and the event secretary is notified no later than one half hour 
prior to the start of the first class in the trial, a full refund will be due the exhibitor. 
Transfers (formerly called move-ups):  After a dog earns a title, it may be transferred to another class 
in a future trial, even though the closing date for the trial has passed.  A transfer (i.e., from an obedience 
class to an obedience class or a rally class to a rally class) may be requested if, according to the owner’s 
records the handler and dog are eligible and the dog has completed the requirements for the title after 
the closing date of the trial in which the advanced entry is to be made.  The request for a transfer must 
be in writing and presented to the trial secretary at least 30 minutes prior to the start of each trial.  
Transfers may be approved provided the class and judge is available, and the class has not reached its 
limit.  Movement between an “A” and “B” class at the same level is not considered a transfer – refer to 
Chapter 1, Section 16b.

Professional handlers are defined as 
any person who belongs or has belonged to a professional handlers’ organization, distributed 
rate cards, or otherwise advertised or represented themselves as handling dogs for pay within 
the last five years. Dogs may not be exhibited by current assistants and household members of 
a professional handler.

MASTER CLASS: This class shall be for boys and girls who are at least 9 years old and under 18 years old on 

the day of the show, and who have won the 10 first place wins in an Open class with competition to be eligible 
to enter the Limited Class Competition. The calendar for this class will be November 1 – October 31 of the 

following year. All Juniors meeting the criteria for this class are required to enter the Master Class and may 
change their entry the day of the show if entries have already closed. Once the eligibility time frame for that 

year has passed, all participants return to the Open Class to compete for the following year.
